Statue of a child playing with the goose, Roman copy of a Greek original probably dating to the 2nd
century BC. The work entered the MusÃ©e du Louvre collection in 1801 and was found on the via
Appia, at Villa dei Quintili. Four ancient copies are preserved in other different museums.
